FATHER KEN’S KORNER

During this ongoing anniversary of the Vatican 11
Council, we continue our exploration of the Vatican 11
documents as a faith community with...

Gaudium Et Spes
(Pastoral Constitution on the Church
in the Modern World): Part 2

It is hard to believe but for the past twenty-
nine weeks we have been reviewing the sixteen
documents of Vatican II in honor of their 50" anni-
versary. Last weekend we arrived at the 16™ and
final document which we will conclude with on this
final Sunday of the liturgical year. Gaudium Et Spes
pointed out that despite the progress humanity has
made over the past recent centuries and despite the
opinions of the anti-religious critics of the world, the
Church still holds a valuable place in society. It has
the unique ability to answer the most vexing ques-
tions of our existence that advances in technology
and science have not been able to provide. Last
week we focused on two of the most important
human values that the Church addresses. The first is
the basic dignity of the human person. The Church
teaches that people cannot simply be treated as cogs
in the wheels of progress. For peace and social
stability to exist, governmental and sociological
structures must respect the human’s desire for free-
dom and the pursuit of truth which derive from free
will and intellect (the two basic capacities of the
human soul that was created in God’s own image
and likeness). The highest fulfillment of this value
is achieved only through faith and the pursuit of
God and when this search is frustrated by atheistic
structures the highest potential of man is held back
as well, which invites negative consequences on a
global scale. Similarly, the value of social connect-
edness must also be preserved since man cannot
discover his true potential apart from others. Once
again, this reality is drawn from the very fabric of
how we were created, after the image and likeness
of a triune God (i.e. a God who is relational/family).
For this reason, man cannot live in isolation and
feels called to try to serve others and form harmoni-
ous and mutually supportive societies. Therefore,
war and other forces which act to isolate man once
again result in a lack of human fulfillment and nega-
tive consequences for man as a whole. The connect-
edness that comes about from being a member of the

Body of Christ is, thus, an essential human experi-
ence that brings fulfillment and this, again, is pro-
vided by the Church. What is most important of all
to properly understand is that these two stated values
are interdependent. If individuals are permitted to
pursue truth in freedom (via education, freedom of
speech and assembly, etc.) then society as a whole
benefits and if society is formed in a healthy fashion
(for example with free elections, free trade, etc.)
then its individual members benefit as well (25).

Because of what Gospel revelation teaches
about the potential ends of society and the individ-
ual, the Church is uniquely qualified to speak on
topics of worldly concern even though, at first
glance, these topics may seem to be outside the
theological realm. For instance, in the modern
world, the Church regularly speaks on matters of
governance. It has prophetically pointed out that
atheistic communism, as a governmental model, will
never ultimately work because it violates the indi-
vidual’s freedom to pursue their faith and because it
tends to view individuals only as contributors to-
ward governmental pursuits. At the same time, the
Church is also critical of economic models like
unrestricted commercialism and education systems
which tend toward viewing the worth of individuals
only in terms of productivity and dollar figures and
where materialism is often presented as the highest
human pursuit. Both extremes violate basic human
dignity as does the religious-based violence being
witnessed now in the Middle East where religious
fundamentalism is being imposed by force on indi-
viduals. The Church also speaks to technological
developments. For example, ironically, the internet
was developed to help the world become more
connected and yet, as information has become more
readily available, people have become more
emotionally and socially disconnected (playing
video games on-line, texting rather than having
actual conversations, etc.). The Church offers a
corrective measure through the liturgy, public
service and communal gatherings. These are just
some of the ways in which the Church can and must
contribute to global conversation and change. I
hope you have enjoyed our tour of the Vatican I1
documents. Tune in this Advent season as Fr. Justus
begins a new series for the parish bulletin.

CHURCH PROJECTS

The new sound system is in and with some adjustments and training for all who use the system, we
expect to be fully operational in a week or so. The new system does have a hearing impaired loop that
may be beneficial to parishioners who have some difficulty hearing. For those who may benefit from
this, please watch future bulletins for announcements regarding training to utilize the system.

The monitored fire detection system for the church will have it’s final inspection next week. A common
question has been “why would we put in smoke detectors in a place where we use incense?”” The detec-
tors are actually heat monitors that will alert the fire department when there is a rapid rise in temperature
in the building indicative of a fire. This project was funded in part by a Safety Grant from the Archdio-
cese of Portland.

Many thanks to the parishioners who have supported these projects through your generous contributions
to our Capital Improvement fund and Sound system fund. And a huge thank you to the parishioners who
stepped up to help with these projects in the last couple of weeks — your help was a blessing!

As Catholics, we give thanks every Sunday in the
Eucharist, the prayer of thanksgiving. Here are
some ways to help children celebrate Thanksgiving
and develop a habit of thanks that can change their
lives.

Help
them recognize the gifts that come in disguise too.

Help your child(ren) make ““5 Kernels” bags for
each person’s place at the Thanksgiving dinne
Have them place 5 pieces of candy corn intc@
small plastic bag, with this explanation:

The corn reminds us of the

meaning of Thanksgiving:
First kernel 1 stands for God'’s love
Second kernel | reminds us that God provides for all
our needs
Third kernel | stands for friends God has given us
Fourth kernel 1 reminds us of all the people who
love us
Fifth kernel | reminds us that God hears our prayers
Let us be thankful every day!

On Thanksgiving Day, begin the ritual of “Two
Cents A Meal”. By contributing 2 cents per person
at each meal, family members are reminded each
time they eat of the needs of others and the reality
of hunger for millions in our world. Use the money
to buy items for the food bank or donate to

St Vincent De Paul.

Decorate a box with words of thanksgiving (Thank
you, Lord,” etc). Cut a slot in the top large enough
to slip note paper through. On Thanksgiving, after
every meal, spend time sharing what each person
is thankful for. Then put the box in a special place.
Throughout the year, family members can continue
to write what they are thankful for and slip it into
the box. The next Thanksgiving, after the meal, the
box can be opened and the cards passed out to be
read and shared.
