Christ’s Love brings life to everything we do!

Among all the commandments, the greatest for
Jesus is “love.” For Jesus, we are to love one an-
other as God has loved us. Love for Jesus here,
serves as spiritual force to motivate any good thing
we can do. In the Gospel reading of this week,
Jesus advised us that those who keep His com-
mandment will remain in His love.

However, we do not keep the Lord’s command-
ment for fear of going to hell or fear of punishment
if we fail to keep the Lord’s commandments. Such
an attitude is not considered love; rather, we keep
the Lord’s commandment from our spirit of love to
Jesus Christ, for who He is for us; namely as one
who loves and cares for us more than anyone else,
and for who we are to Him; namely as His own
children by the virtue of our Baptism. The love of

God is beyond the way human beings look at
things. God is bigger than the way we estimate
Him with our human knowledge, and He is encour-
aging us to live and act by His love. When we live
and act by His love, His mystery will becomes very
clear to us, even though it remains a mystery and
amazing.

Therefore, we are encouraged to integrate the love
of Jesus Christ in our hearts, so that all of our
actions will flow from His love. Whenever we pray
with love, that prayer becomes amazing and differ-
ent, whenever we encourage, try to teach and guide
others with love, life becomes meaningful and ex-
citing for them. Love cares for the deeper meaning
of life, and how such meaning could be realized.
Love heals and refreshes!

May the Lord help us hear and listen to His voice
of love and put His words in action; for love brings
fresh meaning and joy to life!

Pope Francis’s Monthly Intentions from the Apostleship of Prayer Website

Universal Intention --
Care for the suffering

P
That, rejecting the culture of indifference, we may
care for our neighbors who suffer, especially the
sick and the poor.

In his Message for Lent this, Pope Francis wrote:
“Usually, when we are healthy and comfortable, we
forget about others: we are unconcerned with their
problems, their sufferings and the injustices they en-
dure. Our heart grows cold. As long as I am relatively
healthy and comfortable, I don’t think about those less
well off. Today, this selfish attitude of indifference has
taken on global proportions.”

Let’s be honest: it’s difficult to be around people who
are suffering. We’re tempted to avoid them because
they make us uncomfortable. We don’t know what to
say, and we often can’t do anything to take their suf-
fering away. As Pope Francis said, “their need reminds
me of the uncertainty of my own life and my depend-
ence on God and my neighbors.”

We are called to be like the woman whom we honor
during this month—Mary. She met her Son on the way
to Calvary and stood under his cross during his last
agonizing hours. She was not indifferent to his suffer-
ing, nor is she indifferent to any human suffering.

Like her, we pray that we may reject “the culture of
indifference” and open our eyes and hearts to the poor,
the sick, and the suffering of our world. Jesus continu-
ally identified with the poor and suffering. This is what
prayer does. Prayer helps us to have a heart like the
hearts of Mary and Jesus so that we will never be in-
different to the sufferings of the poor and sick.

Reflection

How has God used my own experience of suffering to
help me be more aware of and compassionate toward
those who suffer?

Scripture

I Corinthians 12: 12-26 God has so constructed the
body that the parts may have concern for one another.
If one part suffers, all the parts suffer with it.

Evangelization Intention - Openness to Mission

That Mary’s intercession may help Christians in
secularized cultures be open to proclaiming Jesus.

Pope Benedict talked about the danger of “practical
atheism.” People experience that kind of atheism when
“the truths of faith or religious rites are not denied but
are merely deemed irrelevant to daily life, detached
from life, pointless. So it is that people often believe in
God in a superficial manner, and live as though God
did not exist.”

Practical atheism fuels secularization. Wealth and
pleasure are pursued instead of God. In Pope Francis’
words, the pursuit of selfish ends has led to a “culture
of waste” whose “victims are precisely the weakest
and most fragile human beings—the unborn, the poor-
est, the sick and elderly, the seriously handicapped—
who are in danger of being ‘thrown away,” expelled
from a system that must be efficient at all costs.”
Pope Francis elaborated: “In fact, this false model of
man and society implements a practical atheism by
rejecting the Word of God, which says: ‘Let us make
man in our image, after our likeness’ (Genesis 1:26).”

The way to freedom from practical atheism and its
“culture of waste is through accepting the deep wis-
dom of Gods’ Word.” The Pope continued, “If we al-
low this Word to call into question our ways of think-
ing and acting, our standards, our priorities and our
choices, then things can change.”

The Blessed Virgin Mary is the one who was so fully
open to God’s Word that he, the Son of God, took
flesh in her womb. Now we pray that we may be open
to this Word in such a way that he may be born in
anew in us and speak of faith and love through us to
secularized souls.

Reflection

In what ways have I experienced opposition or diffi-
culties in speaking about or living my faith? Or find
myself slipping into “practical atheism”?

Scripture

2 Timothy 4: 1-5 Proclaim the word; be persistent
whether it is convenient or inconvenient.

Prayer of the Month
Mary, you never forget your children on earth. Just as you never left the side of your Son on the Cross, so you
never leave the side of your suffering children. We thank you for that presence. In the wake of so much suffering
in the world, we want to thank you for continuing to bring us Jesus, who alone has the power to heal open

wounds and to restore peace to broken hearts. Amen.
