FATHER KEN’S KORNER  
 

Q:  I recently received a detailed question asking me to 

explain how the Sanhedrin, the Jewish high court, 

worked in the time of Jesus (How was it formed?  How 

many members? What was the extent of its author-

ity?  Term limits? etc.).   

A:  Although the name Sanhedrin seems to have later 

Greek roots from the time of the Maccabees and the 

Greek occupation of Palestine, the foundations of the 

authoritative body itself come from the age of 

Moses.  In Exodus 18:13-27 we read that Moses was 

essentially experiencing burnout and was simply being 

overtaxed by all of the demands the people were plac-

ing on his leadership.  He wisely turned to his father-in-

law Jethro who advised that he appoint representatives 

from each of the tribes to share the burden with 

him.  They could handle the lesser disputes and he 

could therefore reserve his time and energy to deal with 

only the most serious cases.  Thus a hierarchical court 

system of sorts was established.  We further learn in 

Numbers 11:24-30 that the number of these appointed 

officials came to seventy.  With Moses added to them, 

the entire body was made up of seventy-one offi-

cials.  This is the exact same make-up as the Sanhedrin 

of the Temple which was set against Jesus.  That par-

ticular body was known as “The Great Sanhedrin”.  One 

among them functioned as the president and in Aramaic 

was known as “Prince”.  There was also a vice-

president of sorts known in Aramaic as “Father of the 

Court”.  As best I can make out from Jewish historians, 

these officers were elected annually and served a one-

year term.  There are disputes about other requirements 

for membership or their length of service but sources 

generally agree that all members had to be married 

males over the age of thirty.  “The Great Sanhedrin” 

was so named in order to distinguish it from the lower 

courts, also known as Sanhedrins (i.e. District Tribal 

Courts of Appeal).  These various courts located 

throughout the tribal regions of Israel were a natural 

legal evolution that came on the political scene once the 

Jews were transformed from a wandering mob of refu-

gees into a sovereign nation.  One additional evolution 

was that lower regional courts and intermediate courts 

of appeal were also set up.  The lowest courts were 

made up of only three judges and functioned like our 

county courts.  The next highest ranked courts were 

made up of twenty-three judges and they had the added 

faculty of being able to decide on capital punishment 

cases.  The highest court in each tribal region was a 

Sanhedrin and was made up of seventy-one judges.  The 

Great Sanhedrin, or Supreme Court for the Jews, was 

located in the Capital of Jerusalem in the Temple of-

fices.  They were the final court of appeals and, in addi-

tion, they were the only court qualified to judge a 

prophet, high priest or entire tribe.  Obviously from the 

scope of these cases, it is clear that these courts histori-

cally heard both civil and religious cases and they even 

had, at the highest levels, the authority to penalize en-

tire tribes or communities for certain offenses.  Some of 

these latter examples might include, for instance, the 

failure of one tribe to agree to go to war when the other 

tribes had agree to do so or a tribe might be guilty of 

violating territorial rights as laid out by Joshua during 

the occupation and assignment of tribal lands. During 

the Roman occupation, the Roman authorities stripped 

The Sanhedrin of much of its traditional power as it 

related to civil crimes.  For example, they were stripped 

of any ability to arrest offenders and by 30 AD the Ro-

mans most notably also took away from them the ability 

to hear capital crime cases related to civil or religious 

matters (e.g. they could no longer legally stone people 

to death even though scripture tells us that they tried 

with Jesus and others on a number of occasions).  Ro-

mans treated vigilante justice as a capital crime in its 

own right and wanted to make sure that religious zeal-

ots were not running amok.  In effect, the Romans 

therefore transformed the Sanhedrins into religious 

courts like our canon law tribunal of today with very 

limited scope of authority.  Civil law was practiced 

throughout the five Roman provinces that were estab-

lished in Israel and these cases were heard by members 

of the Roman elite.  This is why the Sanhedrin of Jesus’ 

time required Herod’s cooperation and Pontius Pilate’s 

approval in order to arrest Jesus and to have him cruci-

fied.  That is Sanhedrin 101 and it pretty much taps out 

my knowledge on the subject.  I hope your historic curi-

osity has been well fed.  Thank you for the question!
