Reflections on a Modern Saint 
 

 This weekend, on September 4th, the world will 

stand witness as Pope Francis canonizes Mother Teresa 

of Calcutta.  Like many of you, I grew up inspired by her 

charitable work and sacrifice and her inspirational ap-

proach to life.  I am one of millions who was affected by 

her and who had the privilege of living in her time and 

seeing what the testimony of holiness can achieve by 

Godôs grace when a person radically and faithfully fol-

lows Christ.  I like to refer to it as the power of a saint.  

Because of her authentic holiness her words and her re-

quests had a kind of power and fruitfulness that the words 

of others donôt.  Some of these words impacted my life 

and came from books I read about her.  For instance, I 

remember well my first Mass as a celebrant in the Port-

land cathedral in front of my family and friends.  I be-

lieve the Holy Spirit inspired me in the moment as I be-

gan my first homily as a priest, quoting from Mother Te-

resa.  ñPriest of God, celebrate each Mass as though it 

were your first Mass, as though it were your last Mass, as 

though it were your only Mass.ò  And then I said, ñI am 

very mindful of those words of Mother Teresa today be-

cause this is my first Masséò.  My most inspirational 

quote from her these days is, ñWe are called upon not to 

be successful but to be faithfulò and this sentiment has 

saved me from much unnecessary anxiety about the out-

come of projects and events.  It reminds me to just try to 

do something wonderful for God and donôt worry about 

the results because the fruit of the work is Godôs anyway. 

Much of what I know about Mother Teresa 

though does not come from books.  I have actually been 

blessed to have met close to a hundred people over the 

years who have had the opportunity to work alongside her 

and all of them have personal stories about how her brief 

responses of wisdom or her famous postcards changed 

their lives.  What has always struck me most about her 

was her efficiency of words.  In a world of talking heads 

and noise, Mother Teresa could accomplish amazing 

things by Godôs grace with just a half a dozen well-

chosen words.  When the subject of choosing to help or to 

remain selfish and unresponsive to the needs of others 

presented itself, she could sway a person just by counting 

the words out on her fingers, ñYou did it to meò as a way 

of reminding us all to recognize Christ in others and to 
live the gospel message, ñWhatsoever you do to the least 

of my brothers, you do to me.ò  She used similar short-

hand messages for all occasions.  To one fellow who in-

quired as to why she thought there was so much poverty 

in the world and how we could better end it, she simply 

said, ñPeople donôt share enough.ò  Somehow this simple 

observation led him to make a radical career change to 

begin working in poverty relief.  My novice master in 

religious life shared with me that he was pondering leav-

ing that vocation one summer.  To clear his head, he took 

some time off working with AIDS patients in San Fran-

cisco with sisters of her order.  One day, Mother Teresa 

showed up and saw him sitting alone on the sidewalk in 

prayer.  He said he was growing more and more discour-

aged reflecting on the sins of his past and feeling he 

would never become holy enough to live the religious 

life.  Just as though she could read his thoughts, Mother 

Teresa came up to him and simply said, ñNo one is wor-

thy.ò  Those four words were enough to help him find the 

courage to continue on.  Another seminarian on the verge 

of quitting seminary and urged on by several classmates 

wrote her a letter explaining his situation and to his sur-

prise she answered back personally by sending a brief 

postcard as she most often did.  It simply said, ñDonôt 

give upò.  This was enough to fuel him on.  Another 

priest I met had been put in the very difficult position of 

being asked to lobby congress regarding some moral is-

sue.  He confessed that he was overwhelmed by the task 

and feeling inadequate.  Mother Teresa happened to be 

there that day and again, without being told anything and 

as though she could simply read his thoughts, she walked 

up to him and said, ñIf you donôt speak who will.ò   

Day by day and year by year and moment by 

moment Mother Teresa had these types of brief exchang-

es with people that changed lives in big ways.  And even 

more often than that she just invited people to work 

alongside her and allow the work to teach them in silence.  

For instance, she had the habit of never agreeing to do 

interviews with people unless the journalist, politician, 

celebrity or whomever also agreed to work alongside her 

for a day or more.  The testimony of the work said all that 

needed saying and forced many to move from their safe 

distance to a place where their lives intersected those of 

the suffering in a meaningful way.  The power of a saint!  

This is a power that draws from a lifelong friendship with 

God and it is a power that we also have access to when 

we strive to live uncommonly holy lives.
