FATHER KEN’S KORNER
Hurry Up and ... Wait?

(A Little Flashback from 2013)
Some Advent Snapshots on the Theme of Waiting

We are told in the Advent season to ...stay
awake...be watchful...be vigilant...and to have a sense
of urgency about this preparedness because the coming
of the Lord is near! In other words we are told to hurry
up and wait. But when it comes to waiting, time is a
very mysterious thing. Here, then, are a few snapshots
from the Advent season that touch on the theme of
waiting. Find one that works for you.

1. Maranatha...waiting for something that seems
like it will never come. In Advent we begin to hear the
Aramaic word Maranatha as it appears in both the
prayers and the music of Advent. Interestingly, the
word can be translated accurately in two different
ways. It means either “the Lord has come” or “the
Lord comes (future)”. This linguistic detail is very
providential for our Advent season because we pro-
claim a dual waiting period. In the first half of Advent
we express that wait for the 2™ Coming of Jesus at the
end of time. And in the latter half of the season our
focus shifts to that first coming of Jesus as an infant
born in Bethlehem...the promised Messiah. For many
the countdown to Christmas seems much more brief
than the waiting for the 2" Coming but for those who
are taking our Old Testament Bible study class, you are
beginning to get a sense of how long the people had to
wait for the first arrival. Thousands of years passed as
the Jews kept vigil for the savior that was first prom-
ised in the 3" chapter of Genesis...so long that it
seemed it would never happen. I feel the emotion of
that wait every time I read the genealogy of Jesus from
Matthew and Luke. In between these two major
bookends, we keep vigil from Eucharist to Eucharist as
we await Jesus’ arrival on the altar at each Mass cele-
brated. This is also Maranatha. He will come. He has
come. And my seminary professor commemorated this
intermediate wait by engraving the word Maranatha
around the lip of his chalice.

2. Adventus...The frantic wait! I mentioned sev-
eral weeks ago at my Masses that the name Advent is
derived from a regular celebration of the Roman Em-
pire when victorious generals, governors or the emper-
or himself would ride into Rome returning from victo-
ry in battle. From the battle front, the army would cel-

ebrate an Adventus or victory party in every village
they came upon with the ultimate closing celebration
taking place in Rome. The thing is that before modern
media, the only warning sign a village might get that
they were supposed to host such an event might be a
dust cloud in the distance being raised by the marching
army or a report from a watchtower or a trumpet

blast. Then the village would have to frantically pre-
pare for the army’s arrival by cleaning up the city and
decorating it in splashes of purple. This kind of wait-
ing is far closer to the last minute Christmas shopping
and baking that we see today around holiday time. A
sprint rather than a marathon.

3. Pregnancy...The hopeful awaiting of new
life. We can also enter into the Advent season as an
expectant mother does. Those who have had the
unique experience of pregnancy can relate to Mary’s
journey of Advent far better than I can but I imagine
this waiting is not only exciting and hopeful but nerve-
racking and trying at times as well. Awaiting the ulti-
mate Christmas gift of new life that will open new
chapters and change the way you view the world and
your priorities forever.

4. Following the Star. I do not know if there
were any young people in the caravan of the wise men
but if there were, perhaps the universal children’s
quote could have been heard ringing out some-
where...” Are we there yet?” Journeys can be arduous
and draining. They can even become so difficult that
we are tempted to turn around and go home at
time. These more difficult journeys are closer to pil-
grimages than vacations but Advent has a taste of that
as well.

5. And finally, the exciting countdown that we
see expressed in the Advent Wreath. It is not so long
of a countdown that we lose heart but it is long enough
that we need a half-time to regather our determination
to go on. That halftime is known as Gaudete Sunday
or Rejoicing Sunday and it is marked by a rose colored
candle of joy. Gaudete tells those who have worked
hard in preparing to stay the course because they are
halfway home. And for those who have not yet be-
gun? The procrastinators among us? It means, without
nagging, that it is not too late to start! There is still
time!

Have a blessed Advent season and...hurry up
and wait!
