A Sacrifice of Thanksgiving 

 

I hope everyone had a restful and blessed 

Thanksgiving holiday!  And I hope you all took 

the time to reconnect with family and friends and 

really to remember the purpose of the holiday. 

President George Washington was the first to de-

clare it a holiday and President Abraham Lincoln 

was the first to make that holiday an official feder-

al one for the purpose of thanking our benevolent 

God! 

All of this got me thinking about what  

Sacred Scripture might have to say on the topic of 

giving thanks.  If you look up the theme of thanks 

in a standard Catholic concordance listing a word 

count on this topic you make an interesting discov-

ery.  The word “thank” and its variations (thanked, 

thankfully, thankfulness, thanks, and thanksgiving, 

etc.) appear in Sacred Scripture 183 times while 

the word “thankless” appears only once (Ecl. 1:13 

- a reference to the toil and drudgery of work be-

ing a thankless task after the Fall of Adam). 

“Gratitude” and its variants (grateful, gratefully, 

etc.) appear 23 times while again, its negative 

form “ungrateful” appears only twice (Lk. 6:35, 

where God is good even to the ungrateful and 2Tm 

3:2 describing one of the evil qualities of the fallen 

in the Last Days).  The gratitude of the faithful 

who count their blessings in all things and the 

command to give thanks to God in all circum-

stances runs throughout the Bible.  Some simple 

examples include the following passages:  

Tb 12:17 “Thank God now and forev-

er!...Ps 52:11 “I will thank you [God] always for 

what you have done!”…Jn. 11:41 “Father, I thank 

you for hearing me! [Jesus to the Father at Laza-

rus’ tomb]…1 Cor. 1:4 “I give thanks to my God 

always on your account for the grace of God be-

stowed upon you in Christ Jesus.” 

   Maybe the most significant references to 

thanksgiving for Catholics, though, involve the 

expression “sacrifice of thanksgiving”.  For in-

stance, in Ps. 50:14,23 we read, “Offer to God a 

sacrifice of thanksgiving and pay your vows to the 

Most High…He who brings thanksgiving as his 

sacrifice honors me [God].  To him who orders his 

way aright I will show the salvation of God”.  Or 

again, in Ps. 116:17, we read, “I will offer to you 

the sacrifice of thanksgiving in the presence of all 

his people and call on the name of the Lord.” 

There are a number of other similar passages we 

could also refer to.  For the ancient Jews, these 

passages not only referred to having a grateful 

heart for all God has done but more specifically 

they likely refer to specific sacrifices such as the 

morning sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving in the 

Temple made with an unblemished male lamb on 

behalf of the people or the various waive offerings 

of grain or tithings of first fruits associated with 

harvest time festivals within the liturgical year. 

For Catholic Christians, though, these are mere 

foreshadowing's of the greatest sacrifice of thanks-

giving: the Mass.  The Mass represents the once-

for-all-time perfect offering Jesus made of himself 

to the Father acting as both high priest and sacrifi-

cial victim.  However, it is also rightly spoken of 

as a sacrifice of thanksgiving as well.  In fact, the 

word “Eucharist” literally means “thanksgiving”.  

We believe that, ultimately this is the fulfillment 

of God’s desire when he says, “the sacrifice I de-

sire is a sacrifice of thanksgiving”.  

Therefore, the next time you gather for 

Mass/the Sacrifice of Thanksgiving be sure to 

count your blessings and thank God especially be-

ginning with the gift of the Eucharist itself.  Espe-

cially try to take a moment immediately after re-

ceiving communion to give thanks.  Then you will 

be joined to our ancestors in the faith and in the 

Bible.  One of the greatest signs of favor from God 

in our lives is a grateful heart. God bless you all!
