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Parish News Update

It’s that time again when I take a moment to
update you on a few of the biggest developments in
our parish life so that we are all in the information loop
together. So here is some of most important parish
news, in no particular order:

Parish Charitable Contributions Plan — You may
recall that, after the successful sale of our Black Oak
property to St. Mary School we made the commitment
as a parish to tithe or commit 10% of the earnings from
the sale to charitable causes. We have stayed true to
that commitment but our finance council proposed that
we put some system of giving into writing so that,
even if there were changes made in parish leadership
down the road, the will of the parish would continue to
be followed. This charitable portion of the principle of
the sale was separated out and the approved plan for
the funds was to exhaust the entire principal over the
next ten years. This would amount to up to $60,000 in
charitable giving per year with the possible added hope
that certain select charitable events or parish 2™ collec-
tions might be taken up over that time to extend the
window of giving by replenishing the fund. The deter-
mination was made that our pastoral council would
investigate possible causes and determine who the ben-
eficiaries would be and the finance council would
oversee the payments to those recipients. Further
guidelines included a preference being made toward
Catholic causes and causes operating within Medford
city limits. Causes in Jackson County and the greater
Southern Oregon region would also be considered as
would special Archdiocesan causes. Also a preference
would be maintained toward facilities upgrades rather
than to social services. For example, in year one, our
pastoral council identified St. Vincent De Paul as our
primary ministry to the poor in Medford and Jackson
County. We already contribute to their food bank and
to their social services program but we committed
$50,000 to repairs and upgrades for their Emergency
Family Shelter. They committed roughly the same
amount to the project that was just recently completed.
We also committed several significant donations to
Mt. Angel Seminary for tuition assistance. This cur-
rent year we are considering a major contribution to St.
Rita’s Retreat Center for a new heating system and for
duct repair as well as several other worthy causes. St.
Rita’s is the primary retreat facility for Catholics in

Southern Oregon. An annual process of review will be
done as we continue to select worthy causes to support
in future years.

Remodeling Projects — As you may know we
are nearing completion of the remodeling of our
church sacristy with plaster repair and painting, new
flooring and new cabinets. Remaining details include
a display cabinet for our Holy Oils within the main
body of the church, suitable Christian art for the sacris-
ty walls and heating/AC units for both sacristies. We
also have plans to remodel the office and parish hall
restrooms with new cabinets and countertops and new-
ly tiles floors and walls. The hall is also getting a
basic painting upgrade and that, along with the new
lighting that has recently gone in will give the hall a
fresh look. New countertops will also go into the
kitchen which, along with the recently repaired dish-
washer and new kitchen equipment will be a nice up-
grade there as well. Last if all the old rose colored
highlights are gradually being replaced with tan and
the dividers in the hall will be changed out for new
ones as they are damaged and do not contain sound
well.

Safety Grant Projects — The Archdiocese is self-
insured and because we have such low incidences of
accidents and damage claims, each parish is given the
added incentive to receive up to $10,000 in matching
funds to proactively improve the safety and security of
our campuses. Since [ have been here, for instance, we
have annually maximized our opportunities with en-
hanced parking lot and campus lighting, an upgraded
fire alarm system in the church, reworking of concrete
where tripping hazards were identified in Medford and
Jacksonville, a new choir rail reinforcement, new secu-
rity cameras around the church and school, etc. This
year we again aim to maximize our opportunities with
$20,000 more in upgrades with four new security cam-
eras, two defibrillator units (one in the church and one
in the hall for medical emergency), drainage repair
around the church to avoid possible ice build-up in
winter around the entrances and choir loft stairwell
railing.

Finally, on February 13, clergy and parish repre-
sentatives will meet to begin more formal discussions
of long-term pastoral planning for Southern Oregon
with the possibility down the road of the construction
of a 2™ Catholic Church within the city limits of Med-
ford or in the greater Medford area.
